Course Description
In this course, students will read a wide variety of classical and contemporary world literature to advance literacy skills. Skill based units are organized to help students increase literacy in reading critically and in crafting well-written compositions, with an emphasis on production of expository prose texts. Language usage, research, and speech skills are incorporated into course lessons. 

Texts
Over the course of the semester we will be referring to and reading from: Elements of Literature: 6th Course (online and in class), Classics in World Literature, Elements of Writing, The Secret Diary of Adrian Mole, Lord of the Flies, Macbeth, Animal Farm, Beowulf, “Oedipus the King”, Staying Fat for Sarah Burns, 1000 Splendid Suns and a variety of short poems, stories and non-fiction texts. All texts have been previewed with the age, ability level, and maturity level of the students in mind, and selected because of their literary merit and usefulness in reaching instructional objectives and FCPS indicators. Some individuals, however, may find objectionable language or content. Parents should contact me to discuss any concerns and possible alternate selections.

Late Policy
Projects and writing assignments are due at the beginning of the class period, regardless of excuse. Due dates that are given are just those: the last acceptable date the project is due for full credit. Absences, computer problems, and other excuses are not acceptable.
· If you miss a test, quiz, essay, or in class Writing it is your responsibility to make it up.
· Ten percent will be deducted per day for each late assignment or paper, fifteen percent over a weekend 
        – not to exceed 50%.
· Late homework assignments will not be accepted late unless you have an excused absence and a parent note.
· The last paper of the term or semester will not be accepted late.
· Homework, papers, classwork, and projects will be turned in when the teacher calls for it or be considered late. Please make wise use of your time in class. 
· If you are returning from an absence, please hand the homework directly to me. Do not put it on my desk. I am not responsible for lost assignments.
· CRES Portfolio pieces assigned in term 1 or 3 will only be accepted until the interim date of term 2 or 4.  If a paper assigned in term 1 or 3 is turned in during the next term, it will not impact nor be counted in the term grade.  This paper will only be counted in the CRES portfolio.

1. A three – ring binder with plenty of white, standard-size, loose-leaf paper, with divisions for vocabulary and grammar, homework, classwork and notes, and compositions.
2. Flash drive – You must make sure that you save all of your composition assignments in your binder and/or on disk.  This work will be referred to as your “Working Portfolio.”  Your corrected and revised drafts of these assignments will be collected in your “Final Showcase Portfolio.”
3. Pens – blue or black (plus additional color for editing)
4. Highlighter
5. Post-it notes
6. Appropriate texts
7. An open mind (You will never be told not to bring an open mind to class!  )

Grading 
All class assignments—essays, journal entries, warm-ups, timed writings, tests, quizzes, classroom work, homework, major compositions, etc.—are assigned a specific point value. Grades are determined by dividing the total points possible into the actual points earned within one of the following categories that will be weighted according to a percentage system:

· It is your responsibility to keep track of your grades. I will, however, post grade sheets periodically.


CRES Grade for English 10M and 10H
Your final semester grade will be composed of 40% from Term III, 40% from Term IV and 20% from the CRES writing portfolio. CRES Rubrics are provided to each student and should be brought to class each day. 
· C papers fulfill the assignment without frequent errors or major mechanical errors (Average – try harder). 
· B papers fulfill the assignment with clear ideas, specific support, good organization, and few mechanical errors (Well done!) 
· A papers exhibit original thought, superior development and are well suited to the subject; exhibit rare errors of grammar, spelling or punctuation (Extraordinary work – above and beyond!)

Attendance
Please make the effort to be here every day. A tremendous amount of information is covered in 90 minutes.
· If you are absent on a test day, you will be given a different test and YOU must schedule a time after school to take the assessment.
· I post homework assignments on our class Edmodo page and you are expected to complete the work even if you are absent.
· Tardiness will not be tolerated. Be in your desk with your materials out when the bell rings.
· If absent, you are responsible for any work you miss. All handouts and materials will be available for you to retrieve from the class file bin.

Restroom / Food and Drink
· You must have your FHS planner in class every day. You will use the “passport” pages in the back as a hall pass. It is important to use the restroom between classes so that you do not have to leave during instruction. Examples of cheating include, but are not limited to, the following actions
1. Copying from another student's paper or test, or receiving assistance from another person during an exam or other assignment.
1. Possessing, buying, selling, removing, receiving or using at any time or in any manner not previously authorized by the teacher a copy or copies off any exam or other materials intended to be used as an instrument of evaluation in advance of its administration.
2. Using materials or equipment not authorized by the teacher during a test or other academic evaluation I.
3. Working with another or others on any exam, take home exam, computer or laboratory work, or any other assignment when the teacher has required independent and unaided effort
4. Attempting to influence or change an academic evaluation, grade or record by deceit or unfair means such as damaging the academic work of another student to gain unfair advantage in an academic evaluation, or marking or submitting an exam or other assignment in a manner designed to deceive the grading system
5. Submitting, without prior permission, the same academic work that has been submitted in identical or similar form in another class
6. Gaining an unfair advantage in an academic evaluation by receiving specific information about a test, exam or other assignment
7. Providing assistance to another during an exam or other assignment in a way not authorized by the teacher
8. Copying homework-even one or two answers
9. Minimizing a computer screen rather than closing all programs during a quiz or test. A minimized screen has the potential to be a "cheat sheet" and violates the honor code.

Definition of Plagiarism:
Representing orally or in writing, in any academic exercise or assignment, the words, ideas, or works of another as one's own without proper acknowledgement of the source. 
Examples of plagiarism include, but are not limited to, the following actions:
1. Submitting material or work, in whole or in part, which has been prepared by another individual or commercial service
2. Directly quoting from a source without the proper citation
3. Paraphrasing or summarizing another person's work without acknowledging the source.

Consequences of Cheating:
1st violation: discussion with student, parent contact and zero on assignment, academic probation
Each subsequent violation will result in disciplinary actions ranging from a Saturday school to suspension. Additional Possibilities: student may be released from National Honor Society and or school sports, clubs or other activities.
